Page 2 activities: 
Chapter 23 Spelling Rule: In order to say “Because…” or “Due to…” in the Nyeshangte 

language, the -च   suffix is added to the end of the verb.  

म ो  ॱयचु ेङ आय। - ‘Because it is raining, I am not going.’ 

When communicating the conditional ‘if,’ the word ककन comes immediately after the verb, 

but is not affixed to it.  
म ो  य ुकिन ङ  सिङर ी  टचु्यो ।  - ‘If it rains, I will stay inside.’

• Read the three examples of sentences using verbs followed by ककन to mean ‘if.’
